Since 1937, when St. Ignatius, Martyr parish was founded by the

Congregation of Holy Cross, Holy Cross has served this faith

community with diligence, love, compassion, underdiag, generosity,

kindness, and fervor. The priests of Holy Cross came in 1937. The

Sisters of the Holy Cross soon followed in 1940 when St. Ignatius,
Martyr School was founded. In the 1990°s the Brothers of Holy Cross also came to serve
this faith commuity.

All three societies of Holy Crosspriests, brothers and sistensere founded by
Father Basil Anthony Moreau. The French Revolution had devastated the Church in
France. To help the diocesan clergy in the countryside, Fr. Moreau organized some
clergy as auxiliary priests. They assisted the diocesan clergy in preaching parish
missions. Others would be educators. At the same time, the bishop approached Fr.
Moreau to take over a group of Brothers, the Brothers of St. Joseph, founded fifteen y
earlier by Fr. James Francis Dujarie.

In 1837, Fr. Moreau joined the auxiliary priests and the Brothers of St. Joseph to fq

the Congregation of Holy Cross. The name of the congregation comes from the subutb of

LeMans, France, Sainte Croix (Holy Crpsgere the congregation began. In 1841 Fr.
Moreau formed a group of religious laywomen, the Marianites of Holy Cross. Fr. More
dedicated each society to a member of the Holy Family. The priests would be known
Salvatorists, after the Sacred Heartedus. The Brothers would be known as Josephites
after St. Joseph, and the Sisters would be known as Marianites, after Mary. The patro
feast of the congregation would be named after Mary, Our Lady of the Seven Dolors.

Holy Cross arrived in Amerida 1841 when six Brothers and a priest arrived in
Indiana to found a college. A year later, in 1842, the University of Notre Dame was
founded in South Bend, Indiana. From there the priests, brothers and sisters went to I
Orleans in 1849 and then to Texa 1872. As the congregation grew, Holy Cross began
to go to other states. Even before coming to the United States, the congregation had
already been established in other countries.

As Fr. Moreau nears beatification, | thought it was time to dedsgetce in the
bulletin to speak of him and the congregation he founded. | am sure that many do not
know that St. Ignatius, Martyr is a Holy Cross parish. So, my hope is to share more ak
