This weekend we celebrate Labor Day Weekend, atime to celebrate the work we do and the lives of all workers. We
from 555 give praise and thanks to God for giving us our ability to work, to be creative and to produce. Work is one of our
the rights as human beings. We share in God’s creation through our work. We work to have the resources to feed and to take
Pastor - care of our families, We also work to contribute to the common good.

Catholic teaching on work insists that work is for the person, not the person for the work. However, the way workers
are treated here and abroad one would think that it was the other way around. It seems that workers have become mere numbers.
Employers require them to put in long hours. Unfortunately, many are not well compensated for their work. Due to their work schedule on
the weekend, many miss Mass. Consumerism has taken over the Lord’s day.

Catholic teaching on work supports the right of workers to decent and fair wages, health care and time off. Y et wages have not grown
significantly over the past few years. The minimum wage keeps families below the poverty level. The minimum wage was defeated this
year since it was tied to give the wealthy more money. As John Kavanaugh, S.J. notes: “Perhaps the senators realized the
inappropriateness of lavishing more money on the richest 300,000 Americans whose incomes have more than tripled since 1970, while the
real, inflation-adjusted incomes of the working poor actually fell.” He also notes: “Pensions are lost, but just for labor. General Motors
ended pensions for 42,000 workers this year, although it retained a $1.4 billion pension plan for its executives. We pay C.E.O.’s 475 times
the salary of an average worker, despite the fact that worker productivity has steadily increased over the years.” (America, August 28,
2006, p. 9)

Catholic teaching on living wages began back in 1891 when Pope Leo XIl1, in his letter Rerum Novarum recognized the right of every
worker to receive wages sufficient to provide for afamily. Pope Pius X| reaffirmed that principle of the need for aliving wagein his
encyclical, Quadragesimo Anno (1931), “In the first place, the worker must be paid a wage sufficient to support him and his family.” In
1940 the U.S. bishops spoke of the need for aliving wage in their Satement on Church and Social Order: “Thefirst claim of labor, which
takes priority over any claim of the owners for profits, respects the right to aliving wage.” In his encyclica Mater Magistra (1961), Pope
John XXI1I proclaimed that aliving wage was clearly ajusticeissue. In 1981, Pope John Paul Il wrote in his letter On Human Work that
payment of living wages was a criterion for determining the legitimacy of the entire economic system. In their 1986 |etter Economic
Justice For All, the U.S. bishops reaffirmed that payment of just wagesisthe initial step in combating poverty. The Catechism of the
Catholic Church states that “refusing to pay just wages, even if allowed by law, is aviolation of the Seventh Commandment.”

Until we accept the fact that we are to share with others, there will always be those who will go without the basic necessities of life,
while others enjoy a super abundance. Let us pray this Labor Day that the unemployed may find work and that our leaders will seeto it
that our workers receive a minimum wage that lifts them out of poverty and gives them back their dignity, and that we as church will do
our part in working to change unjust economic policiesin our country.
