     Today we celebrate Catechetical Sunday, a day to honor all those who teach about our faith, whether in our parish 
school, our religious education program, Adult Formation or RCIA. We appreciate them for their commitment of time 
and talent. The following are excerpts from a commentary by Alice Camille about the difference between catechesis and 
religious education.      

Alice says that Catechesis is the work of preparing a person for a full and sincere confession of faith in Jesus Christ. 
Religious education, on the other hand, refers to the more general instruction in our religious tradition and practice. It s the difference 
between knowing Jesus Christ, and knowing about him. 
     While religious education is a process most frequently associated with children and youth, catechesis applies to people of all ages and 
most involves adults and adult discernment. A significant portion of the Catholic population has encountered more religious education 
than catechesis, which explains a lot of things about the failure to commit more than an hour (and the traditional dollar) a week to the 
business of religion. The church s teachings about Jesus are certainly important But the teachings of Jesus must not be eclipsed by the 
teachings about him. Knowing Jesus means drawing closer to the person than we can ever hope to get to the doctrine. 
     In religious education, we generally receive both questions and answers in a convenient format. While this serves the needs of the 
classroom very well, it does not necessarily promote the agenda of a catechist, who seeks something other than the textbook-correct 
response. When faced with the question, Who do you say that Jesus is? the religious educator will recommend a variety of acceptable 
answers: Son of God, Christ, Lord, Savior, Messiah, Prince of Peace, etc.  
     But what would the right answer be in the eyes of the catechist, whose job it is to acquaint a seeker with the living Jesus Christ? The 
only Jesus that matters is the one you believe in and entrust your life to. It is less important to reply that Jesus is Lord than to confess 
that Jesus is the Lord of your life. And not merely to profess it, but to put your life where your profession is. 
     We look to Peter for immediate confirmation of the responsibility. His reply to the question is picture perfect: You are the 
Christ, But when Jesus teaches that being the Christ means suffering, rejection, and dying, Peter objects. He learned the right answer 
without embracing the real Christ. It s possible to hang around Jesus for years on end and never really make his acquaintance. 
     As a religious educator, I love learning and believe wholeheartedly in its value to the person of faith. But as a catechist, I now in my 
heart that learning about Jesus is never enough to make the transformation between pupil and disciple. If we don t encounter the God who 
loves us, the Jesus who saves, the Spirit who inspires, then the sum total of our faith remains stuff we ve memorized and accept based on 
the word of others. We ll come to church on Sundays and put our dollar in the basket and check the Christian box when it comes time to 
register our religious affiliation. You are the Christ , we ll say, and go about our business without the thought for the sister who has no 
food for the day, or the brother who has no place to sleep. Once we vitally encounter Jesus the Crucified and Risen One, who is teacher 
and healer and Lord and savior, everything changes. Everything has to. (Reprinted with permission from PREPARE THE WORD, 2006,
